Wherever you are sitting you will need to walk up the south aisle 
(this will mean walking to the back of church first if you are in the north aisle), sanitise your hands just in front of the 
Lady Chapel, then walk across to the nave altar step where a wafer will be dropped into your hand. From Wednesday 
we will add the opportunity for those who wish to to receive wine by intinction. This will require you to do the same 
process, but if you do NOT wish to receive a wafer dipped in the wine (this will be done safely and according to 
health guidelines) please say, “wafer only.” If you have mobility problems Communion will be brought to you in your 
seat.
